Did you know that registering for Pupil Premium means that our school could get extra

money?

Pupil Premium is additional funding that the Government gives to mainstream and special schools in England
to help children from low income families. The Pupil Premium Grant must be spent to help eligible pupils reach
their full potential, both academically and socially, and the school will decide how best to spend this. If your
child is eligible for Pupil Premium Grant (sometimes known as free school meals), we want to encourage you
to register them.

Children in reception, year 1or year 2 get free school meals anyway through a different scheme. But if they
are eligible for Pupil Premium/ Free school meals, we still really want you to register - see why below.

Children who are registered for free school meals don’t have to eat them if you prefer them to have packed
lunches. But registering them is still important because for every child registered for free school meals, the
school gets an extra £1,480 through ‘pupil premium’ funding. Every child registered for free school meals
makes a big difference to the school.

A reminder about Penalty Notices:

Just to remind parents/carers that if they take their children out of school without authority for 5 or more days
(which do not have to be consecutive), then the following will apply:

1. If you have not incurred a penalty notice relating to this child/children in a rolling 3 year period since 19 August
2024, then the penalty notice will be charged at the rate of £160.00, per parent/carer per child, if paid within 28 days.
This will be reduced to £80.00 if paid within 21 days of receipt of the notice. Failure to pay the Penalty Notice will result
in Surrey County Council considering legal proceedings against you in the Magistrates Court.

2. If you have incurred a penalty notice relating to this child/children since 19 August 2024, the rolling 3 year period
will be activated from the date of the first penalty notice and the second penalty notice will be charged at the flat
rate of £160.00, per parent/carer per child, if paid within 28 days. There will be no reduction for payment within 21
days. Failure to pay the Penalty Notice will result in Surrey County Council considering legal proceedings against you in
the Magistrates Court.

3. If you have incurred 2 penalty notices relating to this child/children in the rolling 3 year period since the first
penalty notice was issued, then you will NOT receive a third penalty notice - Surrey County Council will have no option
but to consider a prosecution, per parent/carer per child, in the Magistrates Court under s 444 Education Act 1996.

Surrey County Council is not responsible for authorising pupil absence and therefore cannot withdraw any Penalty
Notice requests without the written permission of the Headteacher.

It goes without saying that all of the above methods of communication do not replace good old
face to face communication. There will always be a member of the staff on the school gate
every morning or afternoon to answer any quick questions or queries. Our teachers are at the
door at the end of every day. If you have an important message for the class teacher during
the school day, such as change of pick up arrangements, please phone the school office. If you
have a concern or would like to speak to your child’s class teacher about any issues, please
phone or email info@barnett-wood.surrey.schuk for the attention of your child’s class
teacher or Mrs Gibbard. We cannot guarantee that emails will be read by teachers during the
school day, but will ensure a response within 48 hours.

At Barnett Wood Infant School, we believe that all our children
can become fluent readers and writers. This is why we teach
reading through Little Wandle Letters and Sounds Revised, which
is a systematic and synthetic phonics programme. We start
teaching phonics in Reception and follow the Little Wandle Letters
and Sounds Revised progression, which ensures children build on
their growing knowledge of the alphabetic code, mastering
phonics to read and spell as they move through school.

As a result, all our children are able to tackle any unfamiliar
words as they read. At Barnett Wood, we also model the
application of the alphabetic code through phonics in shared
reading and writing, both inside and outside of the phonics lesson
and across the curriculum. We have a strong focus on language
development for our children because we know that speaking and
listening are crucial skills for reading and writing in all subjects.

As part of our Home School Agreement, parents are expected to
listen to their child read their group reading book 3 times at
home and record this in their reading record.

A reminder that all group reading books must be returned every
Monday so that they can be used the same day for another
group of children.

If any books are damaged or lost, we will request that you
replace them.

At Barnett Wood we realise the importance of enriching our curriculum with extra-curricular
activities, as they give pupils a broader perspective on life, higher self-esteem and help them to
develop essential life skills such as teamwork, problem solving and leadership.

Our aim is to provide a variety of lunchtime and after school clubs for your child to take part in, with
something to suit everyone, whether they want to develop an existing skill or try something new — no
matter their ability. Our lunchtime clubs are updated every half term.
